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Introduction

The new HSK test has received great popularity in and outside China since it was
created in November 2009 by Hanban,

Many candidates are concerned about how to improve their test-taking skills after a
limited period of intensive training and to fully display their Chinese proficiency in the test
and get a satisfactory result,

There are collections of new HSK past tests and model tests available in the current
market providing candidates with abundant learning materials. However, self-taught learners
need more than just exercises. For a multiple choice question with more than one answer, it is
possible that one makes the right choices without truly understanding the question or chooses
the wrong answers without knowing why. The case is even more serious with subjective
questions and parts such as writing and oral test which need candidates to give answers on
their own. Therefore, candidates need better-targeted guidance.

Meanwhile, new HSK courses and pre-exam tutorial classes thrive in educational
institutions, directly offering much help to candidates. The problem is most of the HSK
tutorial materials are collections of test questions rather than systematic textbooks. Teachers
need to spend a lot of time preparing lessons and searching data. Teachers who haven’t done
much research on the new HSK find it difficult to immediately grasp the key points, and the
efficiency of instruction is impeded to a certain extent as well. HSK materials that can be
used in classes without difficulty will bring great convenience to teachers.
