O Features of and how to use this book

(1) A large number of questions are provided

This book contains a large number of questions for practice for those who are going to take the
new Japanese Proficiency Test (N2) and for them to master the Listening and Reading sections.
All the questions follow the actual NEW test styles. A shortcut to passing the exam would be
10 try as many questions as possible. If you study hard using this book alone, it is possible that
you could end up passing the new N2 Test.

(2)You can proceed gradually by taking one test at a time

The questions are split into several groups of tests so you can study and practice just a little at
a time. Put your score each time in the score space on the upper right side of the page, and
measure your present level,

(3)You can also practice writing in the Listening section
There are blank spaces so you can fill in words or sentences while listening to the CD. The
words/sentences that should be filled in the blanks are the key parts related to the answers, so it
will be good practice for grasping main ideas for Listening.

(4)Helpful explanations are provided

In the separate book, answers to the questions and explanations (useful tips or suggestions on
how to answer the questions) are provided, and in the Reading section (Contents
comprehension: short passages) you can practice filling in appropriate words or sentences in
the blanks. It is strongly recommended that you try these exercises in order to grasp the main
theme of a passage and get the right answers.

If you don’t have much time, just check the answers and read the explanation on just the
questions you gave the wrong answers to. If you can afford to spend extra time studying, try to
read the explanation carefully even if you gave the correct answers but were not really
confident. Your overall ability of Japanese will greatly improve if you fully understand after
reading the explanation.

(5)Phrases accompany translation
In the separate book, translations for rather difficult phrases are provided in English, Chinese,
and Korean. This section will also help as vocabulary practice so make the most use of it.
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< How to prepare for N2 Listening
<Comprehension of specific themes>
We hear various useful information necessary for our daily life through TV, radio. or from
people. You will practice listening to such information (what. who, when, where, etc.) and
actually learn how to catch important information. Also try to take notes while listening and
learn to be able to take notes effectively.
<Comprehension of specific points>
First you listen to a question. Next, you read in advance the four choices you see on the
question sheets. You need to practice comprehending a person’s feelings, circumstances of
incidents, ctc. through roundabout or euphemistic type of speeches.
<Comprehension of outline>
Instead of comprehending detailed points, you practice catching the rough outline of a dialog.
Besides comprehension, it is also important to make a guess.
<Fast response>
After listening to a short dialogue, you choose the right answer to a question out of the three
choices. This is a new type of listening questions, so try to be used to it and train yourself so
you can respond quickly. The more you try the exercise questions, the more you will get used
to them, so it is recommended that you try the same exercises repeatedly.
<Integration>
‘A _dialog will be spoken by three people or two people may speak.after they. hear a.person's
speech. Because the dialogs are rather long and contain various information, you are required
to listen with concentration and try to grasp the main theme. Make sure you take notes while
you listen so you don’t miss any information.

<Contents comprehension(short passages)>
You read a short passage which may be a letter, an advertisement, etc. (something you see
daily). Because it's a short passage, practice reading it rapidly and catch the main ideas.
<Contents comprehension (medium length)>
You read an about-500-character-long passage which is mainly a review, an instruction or an
essay. You need to practice judging if a statement is true or false, and also need to understand
the cause and effect of an incident or the writer’s ideas.
<Integration>
You read two or more passages, grasp the gist of each, compare them, find the common and
different points. Since you are required to read long passages, you need to train yourself to be
able to read fast and organize the information on major points.
<Opinions(long passages)>
You read around- 1000-character-long review or essay, and get the author's ideas and opinions.
Sometimes it is written in a highly logical style, so a pretty advanced reading-comprehension
ability is required. You need to practice reading passages carcfully and precisely. When
| reading long passages. it may be a good idea to underline the critical parts while you read.
<Finding information>
You read some commonly-found daily information such as a notice or an announcement, and
find the wanted information. It will be difficult if yvou don’t have ecnough knowledge of kanj
and vocabulary. It may be helpful to get the right answers if you read this section while you
imagine you vourself are actually looking for the specific information.
