WORDS

New words are shown in the form of pictures in order for immediate and easy recognition of
their meanings. Words that are hard to express through pictures will be described through
letters. Please look up the translations of words that are still too difficult to understand,
despite the pictures and letters, in the separate book titled "Explanation Guide."

CONVERSATION

The conversations are based on many daily scenes that occur amongst Japanese people and
students from around the world. Listen to the many useful conversational phrases on the CD
and practice until you can say them smoothly. If, you do this then you should be well on your
way to becoming quite proficient in Japanese. The translations of the conversations are in the
separate book titled "Explanation Guide."

SENTENCE STRUCTURE

We will cover the main points of grammar in this part. It is important in the study of
Japanese grammar to understand and remember the sentence structure (sentence pattern). On
the page "Sentence Structure" the grammar and sentence patterns are described in an easy to
understand graph. There are also a variety of well-used easy to understand example
sentences. In the separate book "Explanation Guide" there is also a detailed explanation of

the grammar.

STRUCTURE DRILLS

This is a basic practice of the grammar. Since it incorporates short sentences, words and
phrases, it is important to say them out loud repeatedly for practice. The solutions are in the
back of the textbook in order to check your answers.

SENTENCE DRILLS

This part is to help you understand how to apply the sentence pattern and to practice it so
that you can use it in real situations. Create sentences after looking at the pictures, examples
and after appreciating the given situation. Try writing down the sentences you have created
and check them with the solutions in the back of the book. Then, practice until you can say

the sentences easily.
